In order to bring even better support to our 
customers we have now invested in a business-system 
called Monitor  . This system will be an aid for 
Manufacturing, Purchasing and Sales. 
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New engines 
All Volvo engines in our PowerPack´s does now comply with Stage 3B/Tier 4i emission 
regulations, which means that they are equipped with SCR (Selective Catalytic 
Reduction)  The engines also deliver cost savings in operational use. 
 
The highly efficient combustion with the SCR engines result in low fuel consumption  
(5-10% compared to regular engines) and extremely low levels of particulate matter 
(PM) – but high levels of nitrogen oxides (NOx). In an SCR engine, the NOx is 
converted into harmless nitrogen gas and water vapor by automatically adding up to 5% 
AdBlue®, to the exhaust gases and then passing this through a catalytic converter.  
As the SCR catalytic converter is designed to last the life of the engine, there is no 
increase in service intervals or costly downtime. 
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The newly introduced 710 A robot features 
an articulated arm that can be positioned 
through 360º and has two telescopic joints 
to reach a maximum height of up to 3 m. 
It is suitable for horizontal, vertical and 
overhead operations in applications such 
as, for example, multi-storey parking 
garage rehabilitation. 
The 710A is also available as Evolution 
model incorporating fully computerised facilities or Classic model not requiring these 
features and offering manual operation.     
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In the spring 2009 we had Hydrodemolition-days here at Aquajet Systems AB, this was 
a great success with more than 50 visitors from 12 countries! Now in the spring of 2012 
we are planning to make this event happen again.
